LUDLOW - On May 27, 
Superintendent Dr. Frank A. 
Tiano led a presentation ad-
dressing the public-school 
transportation, with the first 
slide stating LPVEC pro-
vides the regular education 
transport like the yellow 
buses. LPS uses 17 buses 
daily in a 3-tiered system of 
transportation, high school, 
middle school, and then ele-
mentary school. The public 
school currently has 1,781 
students listed on the bus 
routes, with the bus provid-
er stating that 1,437 students 
regularly ride the bus.

The following transpor-
tation frustrations are con-
sistent late arrivals to school 
in the morning, consistent 
delays in buses available for 
timely dismissal, and fre-
quent daily changes to bus 

routes. Tiano continued, “I 
know there is a shortage of 
drivers and hearing out our 
principals, we took the col-
laborative approach. We 
engaged with LPVEC and 
an outside consultant, to ex-
amine the root causes for 
the difficulty with service 
delivery. Essentially having 
an outside consultant look 
objectively at our routes and 
so forth, the only thing we 
care about is service for our 
kids, parents, staff, and our 
administration. Looking at 
the overall design, the gaps 
between start times of school 
are too tight. For example, 
the buses aren’t arriving at 
Baird in time because they 
can’t finish the high school 
route in time. The arrival and 
dismissal windows at ele-
mentaries are far too wide.”

Four towns collect food to fight insecurity

GRANBY – With pric-
es rising all over the nation, 
food insecurity grows more 
common, causing many fam-
ilies to have to be forced to 
make hard decisions and rely 
heavily on food pantries.

We don’t 
do it alone, Western Mass 
Development and the work 
that they’ve done to revital-
ize this entire area of Lud-
low, this is something that is 
very special for me as a state 
senator and for me because 
it’s my hometown. I live 
right down the road. Repre-

sentative Saunders, I, Rep-
resentative Petrolati before 
us, countless members of the 
legislature have worked very 
hard for this day to come. 
We are so happy you chose 
Ludlow; this is the perfect lo-
cation because it’s where the 
MassPike meets Springfield, 
Wilbraham, and the entire Pi-
oneer Valley. It’s an honor to 
present this citation on behalf 
of the Massachusetts House 
and Senate. Congratulations 
to you and I do want to shout 
out A. Crane Construction, 
everything you’ve done here 
as the developer and on the 
board of Western Mass De-
velopment.” 

Town Administrator Marc 
Strange commented say-
ing, “The Mills are such an 
important part of Ludlow 
and Ludlow’s future, Chris 

and his wife, thank you for 
the investment in Ludlow.”

Owners Andrew and 
Chris Zawacki lived in Van-
couver, Washington, for a 
couple of years and decid-
ed after meeting with a ba-
gel businessman over there, 
wanted to try this bagel 
business style in the West-
ern Massachusetts area. 
Growing up in Easthampton, 
Chris thought that was the 
perfect first location and af-
ter 12 years, Tandem Bagel 
Company has six locations 
and two bakeries, with more 
locations being added in the 
future. 

Andrew commented on 
the restoration of the mill 
building and was pleased 
to put it to good use, “It’s a 
beautiful building, we’re al-
ways looking to expand, and 

Chris is always looking for 
different locations.” Chris 
added, “We’re growing a 
business, we do a lot for the 
communities, and we give 
back to all the local charities. 
We also employ a lot of peo-
ple which we feel is a good 
thing, we do a lot for the lo-
cal economy.”

When asked what their 
favorite items on the menu 
were, both advertised their 
popular egg sandwiches and 
the 28 to 30 bagel varieties 
offered each day, with sea-
sonal offerings like the choc-
olate chip bagel. Andrea’s fa-
vorite is the orange cranberry 
bagel while Chris’ pick is the 
salt and pepper and rosemary 
bagels. 

The owners had a few 
words to the Ludlow com-
munity, “Thank you for the 

warm welcome and accept-
ing us. Everybody’s been 
great, the Selectmen and ev-
erybody in the city offices 
is great.

Superintendent provides staffing update as 
school year end approaches

LUDLOW - On May 27, 
Superintendent Dr. Frank A. 
Tiano shared a staffing up-
date with school committee 
members. “Every year as 
we put forth our budget and 
look towards next year, we 
identify our needs. Whether 
it’s instructional, enrollment, 
support for our students and 
so forth. A few years ago, 
we were having reductions, 
and we needed to have dif-
ferent goals and not do any 
harm and keep our core in-
tact. Last year we avoided 
reductions and this year, I am 
grateful we are at a place to 
me as a superintendent where 
this feels normal. You look 
at your enrollment trends 
and you’re not adding more 
staffing, therefore how do we 
reallocate the needs of our 
families.”

Looking at the enrollment 
and working with Principal 
Welch of East St. Elemen-
tary, Tiano said they are 
looking to add a first-grade 
teacher, currently the school 

has seven kindergarten teach-
ers going into six first grade 
classes. “If we kept just the 6 
and we couldn’t add the first-
grade teacher, we would have 
approximately 24 students in 
the class and that was beyond 
the threshold of the school 
committee and beyond best 
practice. We will be looking 
to add a seventh first grade 
class that will have a ripple 
effect going forward. Busi-
ness is moving for us, regis-
tration right now for kinder-
garten is on pace for what it 
was last year.” 

Tiano announced they are 
looking for a second counsel-
or at East St. School, stating 
the ratio is 368 students to 
1 counselor. The three oth-
er schools range from 150 
students to 190 students to 1 
counselor. “At each level the 
needs are different; adding a 
counselor would not only add 
the intervention support, stu-
dents with mental behavior 
and emotional struggles, but 
more importantly for us is 
working on the prevention.”

Moving onto ETLs in the 
district, “Folks who basical-
ly run the special education 

process in the schools. They 
make sure that we comply 
legally, timelines, communi-
cate with parents and staff, 
and have all the paperwork in 
the building with them. Cur-
rently we have 3.6 of them 
and with the workload, we 
want to go up to a full 1.0 so 
we have one in each building. 
Therefore, having a full team 
of folks working in each 
building, that would be a .4 
addition.”

Working with a psychol-
ogist and special education 
team and assessors, Tiano 
continued the topic of spe-
cial education. “We have 3 
psychologists in our district, 
and we have 2 education 
evaluators, our psychologists 
are the most trained for psy-
chometrics as well as educa-
tional testing. What we plan 
to do is reduce an evaluator 
and hire a psychologist. We 
are talking about looking at 
our needs and reallocating 
our resources. This would put 
a psychologist in each build-
ing and now we have a team 
of folks that are working on 
the testing and providing 
support.”

Addressing the reductions 
in electives at Baird Middle 
School, Tiano listed some of 
the foreign languages to the 
arts, he stated they would 
like to add an art teacher. 
“Right now, we have one 
teacher who is amazing but 
not every student at Baird 
gets to have art. As we look 
at the other electives, we 
have 3 physical education 
teachers, 1 health teacher, 
1 STEM teacher, 1 finan-
cial literacy teacher, and 1 
art teacher. We want to build 
back our programming at 
the middle school in terms 
of providing options for stu-
dents.”

Tiano finished his presen-
tation with outlining the 3.4 
FTEs, full time equivalents, 
and addressed the concerns 
of reductions specifically 
at the high school. “We’ve 
talked for a few years about 
the enrollment and how it’s 
been reducing at the high 
school resulting in excellent 
class size. Currently we have 
classes that are barely over 
20, but after first grade at 22 
and second grade at 22, we’re 
able to reduce a math teach-
er, a social studies teacher, 
and an ELA teacher from the 
high school and not impact 
your class size or services. 
Over the last 5 to 6 years, the 
high school population has 
gone down by 154 students 
and so we see this in all dis-
tricts, the rise and the waves. 
There are no staff that are go-
ing to lose their positions.”

Lafayette to return to 
Belchertown

BELCHERTOWN—On 
Saturday, June 14, Belcher-
town citizens will have the 
opportunity to greet the 
renowned Marquis de La-
fayette, hero of the Ameri-
can Revolution, on his epic 
journey through America. 
He will be honored in a 
short ceremony at Lawrence 
Memorial Hall at 2 p.m. as 
he passes through town.

One of the town’s 
most enduring leg-
ends is that the Mar-
quis de Lafayette visited  
Belchertown on his trium-
phant tour of America in 
1824-1825. The story is 
pervasive; nearly all of the 
local histories and histori-
ans mention it. Now, with 
the help of the Belchertown 
Historical Association and 
the American Friends of 
Lafayette, the nobleman’s 
arrival in town will be reen-
acted. In addition, there will 
be exhibits on Lafayette in 
the Clapp Memorial Library 
and in the Lawrence Memo-
rial Hall auditorium.

No military leader 
of the Revolution, oth-
er than George Wash-
ington, captured the  
hearts of Ameri-
cans more than the or-
phaned French nobleman 
who was so enamored  
with the cause of liberty 
that he arrived in the col-
onies at his own expense 
and offered to serve with-
out pay.  He was commis-
sioned as a major-general 
in the Colonial Army at the 
implausibly young age of 
nineteen. He won the con-
fidence of the command-
er-in-chief; Washington 
considered him like an ad-
opted son. With his military 
training and his import-
ant influence abroad, the 
young Frenchman proved 
to be a vital part in Ameri-
ca’s struggle for indepen-
dence. He was an excellent 
military strategist and he 
was largely responsible for 
bringing the French fleet 

into the conflict on the side 
of the Americans. Further, 
he was devoted to the ideals 
of the revolutionary cause. 
The American people were 
devoted to him. 

In 1824, President 
James Monroe invited the 
aging revolutionary to tour 
the United States as the 
“Guest of the Nation”. Con-
gress concurred and La-
fayette accepted. Traveling 
with his son and his private 
secretary, Lafayette arrived 
in New York in August of 
that year to begin his Grand 
Tour, which lasted more 
than a year and covered 
more than five thousand 
miles. Everywhere he went 
in America, he was toasted, 
honored, and celebrated.

The Belchertown seg-
ment of his tour occurred 
in June of 1825 as the 
nobleman sped across 
New York and Massa-
chusetts on his way to 
Boston to commemorate  
the 50th anniversary of the 
Battle of Bunker Hill. He 
had committed to arrive 
in time for the event, but 
had fallen behind schedule. 
While here, he called on 
Dr. Estes Howe, a veteran 
of the Revolution, then par-
alyzed and in poor health, 
to pay his respects. It is 
said that Susanna Dwight 
Shaw danced with Lafay-
ette and she kept the gloves 
she wore to hand down to 
her daughter. The daugh-
ter, Susan, who later mar-
ried Belchertown’s Calvin 
Bridgman, was kissed by 
Lafayette when she present-
ed him with a bouquet of 
flowers.

You can witness all 
this and more at Lawrence 
Memorial Hall on Satur-
day, June 14 beginning at 
2 p.m. The Marquis de La-
fayette will be portrayed by 
Mark Schneider of Colonial 
Williamsburg. Lafayette’s 
coach and horse team are 
provided by Muddy Brook 
Farm in Amherst, MA.

Hamppden District Attor-
ney Anthony D. Gulluni to-
day announced the results of 
three major drug trafficking 
investigations that have dis-
mantled significant narcotics 
distribution networks oper-
ating in and around Spring-
field.

“These operations reflect 
the power of collaboration 
between my office and our 
local, state, and federal law 
enforcement partners,” said 
District Attorney Gulluni. 
“Together, we’ve made a sig-
nificant impact on the avail-
ability of dangerous drugs in 
our region and brought doz-
ens of traffickers to justice.”

DA Gulluni was joined 
by Massachusetts State Po-
lice Lieutenant Colonel 
Marc Lavoie of the Division 
of Homeland Security and 
Preparedness; Lieutenant 
Colonel Daniel Tucker of 
the Division of Investigative 
Services; Springfield Police 
Superintendent Lawrence 
Akers, among other repre-
sentatives.

The investigations were 
led through DA Gulluni’s 
office and the Hampden 
County Narcotics Task 
Force (HCNTF), the Stra-
tegic Action & Focused 
Enforcement Task Force 
(SAFE), and the Massa-
chusetts State Police’s 
Commonwealth Interstate 
Narcotics Reduction En-
forcement Team Western 
Region (CINRET West). 
The operations were sup-
ported by Homeland Securi-
ty Investigations (HSI) New 
York, the Drug Enforcement 
Administration (DEA) New 
York and Springfield, the 
Massachusetts State Police 
Gang Unit, and the Spring-
field Police Department Fire-
arms Investigation Unit.

Operation One: Garcia 
Market Drug Trafficking 

Organization
Since October 2022, in-

vestigators with the DA’s 
HCNTF and SAFE units 
have been investigating drug 
trafficking activity centered 
around Garcia Market (344 
Orange St.) and Angel’s 
Used Appliances (167 White 
St.), which served as fronts 
for an extensive traffick-
ing network. The area has 
long been plagued by gun 
violence, with over 80 fire-
arm-related calls to police 
during the investigation peri-
od.

On May 15, investigators 
executed arrests and seizures, 
resulting in:

12,138 grams of cocaine
530 grams of fentanyl
15 firearms
19 individuals arrested
The defendants face a 

range of charges including 
drug trafficking, firearm pos-
session, child endangerment, 
and stolen property offenses.

Operation Two: Spring-
field-Bronx Drug Pipeline

In the summer of 2024, 
CINRET West began in-
vestigating Anthony Perez 
of Springfield for heroin/
fentanyl distribution. Sur-
veillance revealed that Perez 
was supplied by a large-scale 

drug trafficking organization 
operating in both Hampden 
County and the Bronx.

In collaboration with HSI 
and DEA agents in New York 
and Massachusetts, investiga-
tors conducted a months-long 
investigation, leading to:

2,061 grams of heroin/
fentanyl

3,060 grams of cocaine
29 firearms
30 individuals arrested
The defendants face traf-

ficking, firearm, and conspir-
acy charges. The most recent 
arrests occurred on May 14.

Operation Three: Luna 
Drug Trafficking Organi-

zation
In a recent investigation, 

the Massachusetts State Po-
lice Gang Unit and Spring-
field Police Department un-
covered a cocaine trafficking 
network run by Ruben Luna 
and associates. 

Search warrants executed 
on May 22 at three Spring-
field locations uncovered:

Approximately 20 kilo-
grams of cocaine

437 grams of cocaine
570 grams of cocaine
78 grams of heroin
Additional narcotics and 

pills
Three individuals arrested
The defendants are facing 

trafficking and conspiracy of-

fenses.
All defendants are pre-

sumed innocent of all allega-
tions until proven guilty.
Use of Advanced Detection 

Technology
Gulluni also highlighted 

the role of new technology, 
including the MX908 Drug 
Analyzer and the TruNarc 
Analyzer, provided through 
a partnership with the Mas-
sachusetts National Guard. 
These devices enabled inves-
tigators to detect substanc-
es such as fentanyl, cocaine 
HCL, xylazine, eutylone, 
tramadol, and several cutting 
agents, enhancing field-level 
narcotics identification.

“These three operations 
have disrupted dangerous 
supply lines and removed 
dozens of high-level traffick-
ers from our streets,” said 
DA Gulluni. “Our priority 
remains saving lives, prevent-
ing overdoses, and holding 
accountable those who profit 
from addiction and violence.”

As the region heads into 
the summer months - when 
drug trafficking and violence 
historically rise - Gulluni em-
phasized that these proactive 
operations send a strong mes-
sage and are intended to pro-
tect public safety in Spring-
field, Hampden County, and 
beyond.

Dennis named to Regis

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As I look out my living 
room window, I can see the 
chubby round buds of one 
of my favorite June-bloom-
ers, the peony. No doubt, the 
plant will be in full flower 
just in time for my birthday, 
as it has for a number of de-
cades.  

Read on to learn all you 
need to know, straight from 
the archives!

Who doesn’t love the pe-
ony? Its frilly flowers, fine 
fragrance and fit form make 
it a favorite in the June pe-
rennial border.  

And although it only 
blooms for a short while, the 
plant itself is reliably har-
dy and notably long lived in 
our climate. In fact, the pe-
ony that grows in my garden 
is one my great grandmother 
grew in the 1930s!  

Here are a few tips to keep 
your peonies thriving for the 
next seventy years.

Planting   
Peonies are best planted in 

the fall, September or October 
in our area. This timing will 
give the plants an opportunity 
to develop a healthy stand of 
feeder roots before the ground 
freezes. 

Choose a location that re-
ceives six or more hours of 
sun a day. Don’t skimp on 
the size of the planting hole; 
one that measures a foot and 
a half deep by two and a half 
feet wide will sustain the 
plant for many years.  

If your soil is average, the 
addition of a balanced fertil-
izer may be all that is neces-
sary at planting. Soils that are 
lean should be improved prior 
to planting by amending the 
hole with roughly equal parts 
good soil and aged compost 

or manure.  
Peonies prefer a pH of 

6.0-7.0, a wide enough range 
to accommodate most home 
garden situations. If your soil 
is more acidic than that, bring 
up your pH by adding lime.  

Mail order plants usually 
arrive bareroot. These can be 
soaked in a bucket of water 
overnight to rehydrate prior to 
planting.  

When it comes time to 
plant, remember this: eyes 
point up, roots point down! 
Eyes should end up no more 
than two inches below the soil 
surface; any deeper than that 
and flowers may be sacrificed. 
Get your plants off to a good 
start by watering occasion-
ally until the ground freezes. 
Once it does, a light mulch 
can be applied over the peo-
nies to prevent them from be-
ing heaved out of the ground 
during periods of freeze and 
thaw.  

Fertilizing and Watering  
Peonies fertilized at plant-

ing time require no addition-
al food until the following 
fall. Bear in mind that too 
much nitrogen will encourage 
lots of leaves but few roots 
and flowers. For that reason 
choose a fertilizer that is low-
er in nitrogen than the other 
nutrients.  

After the third season fer-
tilize after blooming, as well 
as in the fall. An established 
peony is drought resistant, but 
if spring rains are scarce, a 
weekly watering will promote 
good flowers.

Staking  
Heavy peony flowers, es-

pecially the old-fashioned 
types will no doubt bow down 
to the ground in the wind and 
rain unless staked. I usual-

ly pick some for the vase in 
the bud stage in an attempt 
to avoid this task, but nev-
ertheless it makes the plant 
nice and tidy and should be 
accomplished. Middle weight 
bamboo stakes inserted into 
the ground on the outer edge 
of the plant cut to three-quar-
ters its height, work well. 
Run two rows of twine or jute 
at one third and two thirds 
up the bamboo, respective-
ly. Simply start by tying a 
knot on one stake, wrapping 
around the next and tighten-
ing as you go.  

If green bamboo and jute 
are used the staking will hard-
ly be visible, especially if you 
don’t tighten so much that it 
looks unnatural. I have been 
using a three rung, large to-
mato cage with success for 
the last several years. The key 
is to get the cage in place ear-
ly!

Diseases  
One year my peony buds 

wilted and dried up just pri-
or to bloom. The culprit was 
botrytis.  

Good hygiene can reduce 
the risk of this fungus invad-
ing your garden. Each fall 
simply cut the stems of her-
baceous peonies down to the 
ground. Haul them off to the 
trash, don’t compost.  

If watering is necessary, 
do so early in the morning 
and water at the plant’s base 
rather than overhead to keep 
foliage dry. Any stems that 
show signs of wilting should 
be cut away and thrown in the 
trash as well. Disinfect clip-
pers in between cuts.  

By next weekend, I am 
sure there will be peonies in 
a vase, perfuming the entire 
room, just like they have for 
a number of decades each 
June…

Yellow bellied sapsucker

A Brimfield resident 
reported a yellow bellied 
sapsucker pair in his yard. 

He said in an email, “I 
began seeing a male yel-
low-bellied sapsucker at 
a dogwood tree in front 
of the house. The bird 
was there every day last 
week. On Saturday, I saw 
a female on the same tree. 
I’ll try to find a nest, I did 
find a sapsucker nest in 
the Brimfield State Forest 
a few years ago.” He also 
has a mountain ash in his 
yard with lots of sapsucker 
holes.

Yellow-bellied sap-
suckers lap up the leaking 
sap and any trapped in-
sects with its specialized, 
brush-tipped tongue from 
holes they makes in a va-
riety of trees especially 
birch and maples 

Like many of the 
woodpecker family, it has 
barred black and white 
feathers with a red cap. 
The male also has a red 
throat. They sit still on 
tree trunks for long inter-
vals while feeding. To find 
one, listen for their loud 
mewing calls or stuttered 
drumming.

Sapsuckers inhab-
it young deciduous for-
ests. To find a sapsucker’s 
territory, people should 
keep an eye out for their 
distinctive, neatly orga-
nized rows of sap wells. 
They cling motionless to 
trees while calling, birders 
should look closely at the 
trees around the for their 
sharply contrasting black-
and-white face stripes and 
the bright-red patches on 
their heads.

The Yellow-bellied 
Sapsucker makes two 
kinds of holes in trees to 
harvest sap. Round holes 
extend deep in the tree 
and are not enlarged. The 
sapsucker inserts its bill 
into the hole to probe for 
sap. Rectangular holes 
are shallower and must 
be maintained continu-
ally for the sap to flow. 
The sapsucker licks the 
sap from these holes, and 
eats the cambium of the 
tree too. New holes usual-
ly are made in a line with 
old holes, or in a new line 

above the old.
The sap wells made by 

yellow-bellied sapsuck-
ers attract hummingbirds, 
which also feed off the 
sap flowing from the tree. 
Other birds as well as bats 
and porcupines also visit 
sapsucker sap wells. Al-
though a few individuals 
remain throughout much 
of the winter in the south-
ern part of the breeding 
range, most head farther 
south, going as far south 
as Panama. Females tend 
to migrate farther south 
than do males.

Other birds
The Brimfield resident 

reports the return of the 
rose-breasted grosbeak, 
catbird and great crested 
flycatcher. His wife saw 
two great crested flycatch-
er near the nest box a pair 
used last year. 

Eagle nests
The Brimfield resident 

also reported a tree with 
a bald eagle nest at the 
Stebbins Wildlife Refuge 
in Longmeadow fell down 
and the fire department 
rescued two chicks. They 
have been placed in the 
care of a local raptor reha-
bilitator. The chicks look 
to be fully grown, but un-
able to fly. He will care for 

the birds until they are 
old enough to release.

In Ludlow there is an-
other eagle nest and there 
are two chicks in that nest 
also but they are still very 
young, their heads are just 
visible above the rim of 
the nest.

Solitary sandpiper
The Brimfield resident 

reported seeing a solitary 
sandpiper at one of the 
ponds in Warren. He said 
he has seen spotted sand-
pipers there, but this was 
the first time he saw a soli-
tary sandpiper at that loca-
tion.

Black bear
Saturday, May 24 I saw 

a black bear walking down 
the side of my road about 
4:30 p.m. I slowly fol-
lowed him in my car. He 
left the road and went up 
a steep path leading into 
some woods. At the top 
of the hill, he turned and 
looked oward the road. He 
had a healthy, dark black 
coat of fur.

The peony takes the stage in June

Dear Rusty: 
I’m a retired Navy veter-

an, who is going to be turn-
ing 65 years old this year. 

My question is con-
cerning mandatory Medi-
care sign-up requirements. 
Why do I have to sign up 
for Medicare coverage at 
65 when I can’t start col-
lecting full Social Security 
benefits until I turn 67? My 

Social Security benefits will 
not pay for my mandatory 
Medicare because I can’t 
start collecting full Social 
Security benefits until I’m 
67. 

I currently pay for Tri-
care and utilize my local 
Veterans Administration 
medical facilities and refer-
rals for my healthcare. With 
me turning 65 and having 

to wait until I’m 67 for my 
full Social Security benefits, 
it just seems unfair that I’ll 
have to pay out of pocket 
Medicare monthly expens-
es for two years. Is there 
any way to avoid this unfair 
penalty?

Dear Retired Navy Vet: 
First, I want to thank you 

for your military service to 
our country. Please know 
that here at the AMAC 
Foundation we care a lot 
about our veterans and you 
may find the “For Veterans” 
section of our Foundation 
website interesting – visit 
www.amacfoundation.org.   

 Regarding your ques-
tion, you should be aware 

that enrolling in Medicare is 
not mandatory, but there are 
consequences if you do not 
enroll when you become el-
igible, normally at age 65). 
For one thing, if you are a 
retired veteran on military 
TriCare, you will lose your 
TriCare benefits if you don’t 
enroll in Medicare when 
you are eligible. 

TriCare requires that you 
enroll in Medicare when el-
igible. And, since you are 
not yet collecting Social Se-
curity, you will be required 
to separately pay the Medi-
care Part B premium direct-
ly to Medicare; they will 
bill you when you enroll in 
Medicare. Another potential 
consequence is that if you 
do not enroll in Medicare 
Part B when you are first el-

igible, you may incur a life-
time late enrollment penalty 
for enrolling in Part B later.  

Something else to keep 
in mind is that there are 
two “parts” to Medicare - 
Part A, which is coverage 
for inpatient hospitaliza-
tion services and Part B, 
which is coverage for out-
patient healthcare services 
– doctors, medical tests, etc. 
Medicare Part A is free to 
you, but there is a premium 
for Medicare Part B ($185/
month for 2025). 

Note that you will need 
to pay a Part B premium as 
long as you are enrolled in 
Medicare Part B (it doesn’t

Koss continued, “It’s a

port. Offering light refresh-
ments, snacks, and a little 
bit of candy, the kids were 
happy exploring the differ-
ent spaces and enjoying the 
attention their art was re-
ceiving.

The goal is better service 
for students, families, admin-
istrators and staff with kids at 
school on time in the morn-
ing, buses at school before 
dismissal, and a shorter ar-
rival and dismissal periods at 
the elementary schools.

lier like 7:55 a.m. or later at 
8:10 a.m., with elementary 
schools with later starts. It 
could be staggered or have 
the same start/end times, if 
it’s the same start/end times 
then it would be a 10-to-20-
minute shift around 9 to 9:10 
a.m., versus a staggered start/
end times are to be deter-
mined.

“We are four towns con-
cerned about food insecu-
rity, and we wanted to get 
together to do something,” 
said Knightly. “Regardless 
of if you’re red or blue, it’s a 
people issue, and we want to 
reach out and help.” 

“We are giving this back 
out to the community,” said 
Mia Alves, Ludlow’s Dems 
Chair. “This really is an illus-
tration of our overall mission, 
and our mission is to feed 
people.” 

“Food is community, and 
it brings us together,” said 
Stockton. “It really hurts my 
heart to see people watching 
in line at early hours just for 
some food.” 

The food drives will be 
held across the four towns 
on June 28, 2025, and the 
four towns ask that all food 
donated is new, not expired, 
and not opened so that these 
people can receive good food 
with dignity, and not pantry 
clear-outs. 

While different pantries 

will accept different things, 
like Neighbors Helping 
Neighbors can accept pet 
foods but Granby To Go can-
not, there are still many things 
that all four town’s pantries 
need to be stocked with. 

Any and all feminine hy-
giene products, and toiletries 
like shampoo, conditioner, 
toothbrushes, toothpaste, de-
odorant, bar soap, and other 
personal care items are asked 
for in high demand. 

Other items, especially 
shelf-stable, are asked for as 
well including canned meats, 
vegetables, and fruits, as 
well as soup are in high need 
alongside hot cereals like oat-
meal and cream of wheat or 
rice, and col cereals for break-
fasts. 

“I am a social worker, and 
I have driven my families to 
food pantries and drives, and 
it didn’t matter their politics, 
because food is not supposed 
to be political,” said Alves. 

“We really need to work 
towards helping our families 
here around us who are in 
need,” said Knightly. 

With the sad reality being 

that many households must 
choose between filling a gas 
tank or breakfast for the week, 
it is essential that the commu-
nity comes together during 
these hard times to give what 
they can and help our neigh-
bors. 

South Hadley will be host-
ing their food drive on June 
28 as a drive-up in the high 
school’s parking lot between 9 
a.m. to 12 p.m. 

You’ll find Granby accept-
ing donations at the Granby 
UCC’s parish parking lot be-
tween 12 p.m. to 3 p.m. on 
June 28. 

For Ludlow, they will be at 
the Ludlow Veterans Center at 
487 Holyoke Street on June 
28 from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. 
Belchertown’s location and 
times are yet to be announced.

The next time you are at 
the grocery store, grab a cou-
ple cans of food, maybe a few 
personal items, because even 
if you spend less than $10, 
you’re making a difference 
in the life of a family, giving 
them a chance to take care of 
themselves and eat a meal.

LUDLOW – The Hamp-
den County Sheriff’s Office 
(HCSO) Marine Patrol Unit 
continues to assist in the 
search and recovery efforts 
for three individuals who 
went missing in separate in-
cidents along the Connecti-
cut River.

Daniel Callahan of East 
Windsor, Connecticut, went 
missing on the Connecticut 
River on March 9. Nicklas 
Delisle of Chicopee, Mas-
sachusetts, went missing 
after canoeing on May 19. 
An individual from Franklin 
County, whose identity has 
not yet been confirmed, is 
also missing.

“Our primary mission is 
to support our public safety 
partners and do everything 
we can to help bring closure 
and solace to the families 
affected by these tragedies,” 
said Sheriff Nick Cocchi. 
“Our Marine Patrol Unit is 
committed to this work with 
the compassion and deter-
mination it deserves.”

The HCSO Marine Pa-
trol Unit is working closely 
with the Western Massachu-
setts Regional Dive Team 
and the Connecticut Riv-
er Task Force, with efforts 
from agencies including the 
Massachusetts State Police, 
Westfield Fire Department, 
Holyoke Fire Department, 
Chicopee Police Depart-
ment, Southwick Police De-

partment, South Hadley Fire 
District 1, Agawam Fire 
Department, Easthampton 
Police and Fire Departments 
and the Northampton Fire 
Department.

The search and recovery 
efforts for the three missing 
individuals are a reminder 
of the importance of priori-
tizing safety when spending 
time on the water.

Last week, Sheriff Coc-
chi announced the launch 
of the Life Jacket Loaner 
Program. To prevent further 
tragedies on the waterways, 
the grant from the Sea Tow 
Foundation will supply free 
life jackets at a loaner stand 
located at Brunelle’s Marina 
on the Connecticut River in 
South Hadley. The program 
is funded by a grant from 
the Sport Fish Restoration 
and Boating Trust Fund, ad-
ministered by the U.S. Coast 
Guard. With a mission to 
provide access to education, 
tools, and resources, the 
Life Jacket Loaner Program 
will aid in preventing boat-
ing accidents and deaths.

“The reality is that ac-
cidents on the water can 
happen in an instant – and 
life jackets save lives,” said 
Sheriff Cocchi. “It doesn’t 
matter if you’re on a pad-
dleboard or a powerboat, 
or if the skies are clear and 
the water’s calm: If you’re 
out on the water, compli-

ance with having a life jack-
et readily accessible – and 
wearing one when mandat-
ed by state law – is a boat-
ing safety initiative that all 
boaters should practice and 
adhere to.”

The HCSO Marine Pa-
trol Unit, trained in marine 
operations and emergency 
response, will manage the 
station and provide access 
to life jackets. The initiative 
demonstrates the Sheriff’s 
Office’s ongoing commit-
ment to public safety, pro-
moting safe boating prac-
tices and emphasizing the 
importance of life jacket us-
age. The safety and respon-
sible practices of the com-
munity remain the primary 
goal of the HCSO Marine 
Patrol Unit.

go away after you are col-
lecting Social Security, but 
it is taken from your Social 
Security payment). And 
there is no way for you to 
avoid the Part B premium 
after enrolling and enrolling 
in Part B is necessary for 
you to continue your mili-
tary TriCare-for-life bene-
fits.

Old Sturbridge Village 
teams up with World-
Renowned CowParade and 
regional artists to design 
an Udderly Moo-ving 
Experience

STURBRIDGE—This 
summer,  Old Sturbridge
