out; now with the candle 
procession tonight, we have 
2,700 candles already made 
and bring back everything 
from the stock room and to 
help us out. This is our big-
gest event.”

“It’s a rush, everyone 
wants a candle before the 
procession and after the af-
ternoon mass, they rush to 
get here,” said Ganhao.

Brennan attended West-
ern New England Universi-
ty studying criminal justice, 
eventually earning his mas-
ter’s degree, while at the same 
time serving in the ROTC 
program (United States Army 
Reserve Officer Training 
Corps) receiving commission. 

Beginning as a second 
lieutenant as a commissioned 
officer, “I had the background 
of not just the criminal justice 

background, but the leader-
ship training I received from 
the United States Army. I 
thought that it would be help-
ful to me working as a police 
officer and it really was, it 
was one of the best decisions 
I made in school as I had both 
backgrounds. I started off at 
the Monson Police Depart-
ment as a civilian dispatcher, 
then eventually I was able 
to attend the Special Police 
Academy for reserve intermit-
tent officers, and then the full 
time academy. I worked for 
the Southampton Police De-
partment as my first full-time 
job, and eventually I came 
here to Ludlow.”

Survival Center hosts ‘Stock the 
Shelves’ food drive at Randall’s Farm

INDIAN ORCHARD – 
“Protein food is needed at 
this time like tuna, beans, 
soups with meat, eggs, pow-
dered milk, and red meat.” 
On Saturday, Aug. 30, the 
Community Survival Cen-
ter based in Indian Orchard 
held a food drive at Ran-
dall’s Farm in hopes to bring 
in 4,000 pounds of food for 
the center. Handing out fly-
ers stating that the center’s 
shelves are almost empty, 
the center requests people to 
bring in non-perishable food 
and fresh produce to help 
serve the communities in 
need. 

Board Secretary of the 
Community Survival Center 
Gloria Bourbeau was volun-
teering at the food drive with 
her husband Gary Bourbeau, 
who both were stationed at 
the exit of the store receiving 
cash and food supplies from 
customers, happily work-
ing together with other vol-
unteers to make the day as 
smooth as possible.

Beginning at the center as 
a volunteer in the backroom, 
Gloria shared that the chair-
man of the center’s board 
of directors approached and 
requested her to be on the 
board. 

“That was about ten to 
fifteen years ago, things went 
on and I’ve stayed with it. As 
a secretary, I am responsi-
ble for getting the notes out, 
that’s about it. I also have 
the job of volunteering once 
a week, so I go in and do 
whatever they want me to do. 
I’ve done a whole bunch of 
stuff, but lately I have been 
in the pantry where I take all 
the donations that come in, 
look at them for the due date, 
and put them on the shelf 
where they belong.”

When asked about the 
center and if she could de-
scribe it to those who may 

not be aware of what the 
center does, Gloria repeated 
the name of the center. 

“I think the name de-
scribes everything, survival. 
It’s for people who are in 
tough straits and just need a 
little bit of help, support, and 
a lift. We have people come 
in once every other month 
on a regular basis and just 
get whatever food they need. 
And then we are opened to 
people on a one-shot deal, 
some who may have lost 
their job, been thrown out 
of their apartment, or had to 
move for another reason. We 
even had people at one time 
who were living in their car, 
and they came in for help, so 
the survival part tells exactly 
what we do in the communi-
ty.”

Gloria explained that the 
center tries to maintain their 
ties within the community 
like with the police force, the 
banks, the businesses, and 
the people within the com-
munity. Serving over five 
communities, maintaining a 
thrift shop with the purpose 

of making affordable cloth-
ing for everyone, whilst en-
suring the center continues 
to feed the communities, 
Gloria’s most memorable 
moment was finding a winter 
coat for someone who was in 
desperate need of warmth.

“It made my day, and it 
made my week because they 
really needed this coat. They 
had come in with a sweater 
and that was all they had; 
it was in the middle of Jan-
uary. And so, it felt good, 
and the center is not a classy 
looking place, it’s small but 
there’s a warmth and a kind-
ness that I see with the staff. 
The people coming in re-
spond to that and you know 
occasionally, somebody will 
be in an anxious mood, and 
our staff will help them, and 
they do such a beautiful job. 
I am so glad to be connected 
with this place and because 
my time is my own, I could 
go anywhere and ask if I 
could volunteer, but I love 
volunteering at the survival 
center because I know the 
people and I know in their 

hearts that they’re just kind 
people.”

The survival center is 
equipped with freezers and 
a refrigerator for donations. 
Gloria reiterated that the cen-

ter is always looking for pro-
tein food and the summer is 
the hardest season for food 
pantries due to the lack of 
food programs in school.

Library hosts info session on feral cats

LUDLOW – At the Hub-
bard Memorial Library the 
Ludlow Animal Control, 
Halfway Home Cat Rescue, 
and the Best Friends Ani-
mal Society collaborated and 
presented ‘Turning the Page 
on Community Cats’ to in-
form residents and neighbor-
ing towns on the issues with 
community cats. In the eve-
ning of Sep. 4, President of 
Halfway Home Cat Rescue 
Robin Fiskaa presented with 
Regional Strategist of Best 
Friends Animal Society Erica 
Chandler and Ludlow Animal 
Control Officer and Animal 
Health Inspector Octavia An-
derson for residents to inform 
them about outdoor trap man-
agement, TNR (Trap, neuter, 
return), and how residents 
can be part of the solution.

The Halfway Home Cat 
Rescue Inc. is a 501(c)3 non-
profit rescue group that’s ded-
icated to the care and adop-
tion of cats and kittens. The 
Best Friends Animal Society 
is the largest sanctuary in 
the U.S. and has become the 
heart of a collaborative no-
kill movement, and a model 
for the future of animal wel-
fare. 

Fiskaa has been a teacher 
at Chicopee High School for 
29 years and has been run-

ning Halfway Home Cat Res-
cue since 2012, but has been 
involved since 2002 begin-
ning as a foster. 

“We are a cat rescue and 
adoption organization, we 
are based out of the Ludlow 
area and used to live in Lud-
low for over 20 years. We 
have foster homes in West-
ern Massachusetts and as 
far as Worcester, we’ve also 
got them in Holyoke, South 
Hadley, Chicopee, and West-
field. We have around 20 to 
30 foster homes total, they all 
don’t foster at the same time 
and we are insanely full right 
now. We have probably 120 
cats and kittens right now. We 
are a rescue group that peo-
ple can call with the Google 
number; people find kittens 
in the bushes or a stray cat 
or owner surrenders, we get 

back to them right away. If 
anybody needs help, we are 
so full but I always like to 
help people. I always try to 
find a way to squeeze in who-
ever needs help.”

Beginning as a foster 
mother and kittens, Fiskaa 
felt like she could do more 
and wanted to continue the 
initiative the original group 
was doing into the Halfway 
Home Cat Rescue. When the 
past people stepped down 
in running the rescue group, 
Fiskaa was voted in and she 
and the group took over. 

“It was all because of this 
one situation with this mom 
and babies in somebody’s 
shed that I was like it was an 
unsafe situation, and I knew 
the people and they agreed 
to let me take them. That’s 
how it started for me,” added 
Fiskaa.

Fiskaa continued speaking 
about the issue of commu-
nity cats in the area, “If peo-
ple call their animal control 
officers, a lot of them don’t 
do cats and that’s a problem, 
Ludlow was only dogs up un-
til a couple of years ago.”

The term community cats 
are basically cats that don’t 
want to be handled by people; 
they live outdoors and if peo-
ple try to help and take them 
inside then they get stressed 
out and sick. Fiskaa contin-
ued, “People should consider 

fostering because it gives ev-
erybody a chance and it gets 
them off the street into a safe 
place. When they get adopt-
ed, there’s room for more 
cats and kittens. Fostering 
means they’re not in cages, 
people get to see their per-
sonality living in your home 
opposed to in a shelter setting 
where it’s stressful. The basic 
rule of three is it takes three 
days for a cat or dog to ad-
just somewhat to the house-
hold, three weeks before you 
should start bringing people 
in to meet that animal, and 
three months before you can 
actually make a decision if 
this animal is right for me. It 
takes them a long time to ad-
just.”

Anderson continued with 
the presentation stating, “I’m 
hoping at the end of this that 
the people that do want to 
participate and help feed the 
feral cats take care of them, 
kind of bring them into their 
family and this will give 
them the tools to work with, 
because I definitely can’t do 
it alone. If somebody can 
trap them and take them to 
be spaded and release them, 
that’s one more cat I don’t 
have to worry about.”

Male Eastern towhee

A Brimfield resident 
has a wildlife camera in his 
yard. In a recent email he 
said, “Surprisingly an adult 
male Eastern Towhee was 
seen on the wildlife cam, 
images quite often even 
though I don’t see him of-
ten in the yard. I haven’t 
seen a female or juveniles 
this summer.”

The male Eastern to-
whee has a black body, ru-
fous sides, white belly and 
long tail with white spots. 
The female has a brown 
body. Juveniles are brown 
with heavy streaking.

They likes dense brush, 
forest edges and over-
grown areas; hence, why 
it is not always seen. This 
large sparrow, 7 to 8 inch-
es long, forages on the 
ground, scratching through 
leaf litter for seeds and in-
sects. In my first sighting 
of a towhee, the scratching 
sound alerted me to the its 
presence. 

The towhee is a ground 
nesting bird that can be 
attracted to gardens with 
untamed vegetation. They 
build an open cup nest 
hidden under a shrub or in 
dense vegetation. Its song 
is a “drink your tea” and 
a sharp “che-wink” call. 
They are short distance 
migrant, wintering in the 
southeastern United States, 
but some may linger in 
northern areas. 

Other Brimfield birds
The Brimfield resident 

and his wife saw a North-
ern flicker probing around 
plants in their flower bed. 
Coming to his birdbath 
are gray catbirds, adults 
and at least one juvenile, 
as well as blue jays, who 
come for a drink. Since 
he stopped feeding pea-
nuts due to black bears, 
he has not seen tufted tit-
mice, red-bellied wood-
peckers, Northern cardi-
nals or as many blue jays. 
Other birds that show up 
at the bath include chip-
ping sparrow, female or 
immature; scarlet tanager, 
female or immature; com-
mon yellowthroat war-
bler; male American gold-
finch; American robin and 
mourning dove.

Common nighthawks
The Brimfield resident 

said, “I sat out front for 
three nights recently look-
ing for migrating common 

nighthawks, but was 
skunked, didn’t see any. 
However two members of 
the Allen Bird Club report-
ed large flights last week 
and this weekend. Both 
live west of the Connecti-
cut River.

Helping birds
A previous column 

mentioned the poisoning 
of birds of prey when they 
eat rodents that ingested 
anti-coagulant rodenticide 
bait. Birds can get stuck on 
glue traps when used out-
doors to kill rodents. The 
birds die or end up horribly 
injured. The lucky ones are 
taken to wildlife rehabili-
tators, who can often save 
the bird. However, they 
then need to spend months 
in care growing back feath-
ers.

South Hadley resident
A South Hadley resi-

dent said in an email, “Ce-
dar waxwings sound like 
delightful birds, I hope I 
can see one or more some 
day. I’m in the process of 
removing non-native and 
invasive plant species from 
my property and intend to 
plant berry bushes, among 
other things. Maybe that 
will entice them. Though 
I do have tons of pokeber-
ry on the perimeters of my 
yard.”
Eagles, ravens and more

My daughter, Paula, 
saw a bald eagle circling 
the Ware River by the 
Church Street rail trail. It 
was flying very low so ei-
ther it was landing or just 
took off. She also heard a 
raven calling by the cov-
ered bridge and then saw 
it in a tree. She and her 
daughters saw an osprey 
while driving over a bridge 
in Rhode Island. She also 
had a Carolina wren on her 
back deck recently.

Canada geese
Two of my grandchil-

dren and I saw a huge flock 
of Canada geese in a field 
in North Brookfield last 
Friday. I stopped to look at 
them and my granddaugh-
ter, Lizzie, took a photo of 
the geese.

I knew going into this 
hike that it would require a 
strategy.

Living close to the par-
ish, Ribeiro said that she 
was introduced to Festa as 
a teenager, “I lived only two 
houses away from here! Life 
happens and things change, 
but now that I am retired, I 
started again four years ago 
with my cousin (Ganhao). 
Her son Scott Gomes-Gan-
hao is the president of Festa 
and that gives us an incen-
tive. We are not just volun-
teers; we want our church to 
be successful, make money 
for the church, but also since 
he’s running it, a lot falls 
onto his shoulders. Our hus-
bands right now are down-
stairs baking custard cups in 
the parish.”

Talking about the music 
groups that traveled from 
Portugal for the five-day 
festival, Ribeiro stated that 
she’s on the committee that 
ensures the group’s stay in 
the area runs smoothly. 

“We want them to be 
proud of us because we are 
not in Portugal. I was eight 
years old when I came into 
this country and I love the 
United States, but we still 
love going back. We want 
to represent Our Lady of 
Fatima to the best that we 
can. Yesterday was beauti-
ful. The group that played 
was so impressed in our 
faith and the way we have 
our shrines, the way that 
we welcomed them and that 
makes us so proud. She said 
that she was proud to be 
Portuguese today because 
you guys represent us in 
such a way here, that makes 
me so proud. It’s always 
been very pleasant; they are 
amazed how big the fair is 

and amazed that nobody 
gets paid; everything is vol-
unteer-based. Every single 
person you see here is on a 
volunteer basis, the presi-
dent, the vice-president, the 
secretary, everything is vol-
unteer. Ganhao’s sister has 
been working Festa for 55 
years.”

Showing the t-shirts 
that were being offered for 
Festa-goers, the religious 
articles tent had a design 
that incorporated the Amer-
ican and Portuguese flag, 
which was important to have 
since many feel connect-
ed to both and not just one. 
When asked how the Fes-
ta changed throughout the 
years, Ganhao and Ribeiro 
resonated on the memories 
of all the buses that would 
come to the festival from 
all over, sharing that they 
remembered almost 70 bus-
es coming from New York, 
Maine, New Hampshire and 
more parked on Winsor St. 

When Ganhao was asked 
about the 25 years she’s 
been part of Festa, she com-
mented how much goes be-
hind the scenes that people 
may not realize. “It takes 
weeks to just set up, Festa 
has come year-round, they 
have been thinking about 
next year for the last three to 
four months. They already 
had entertainment booked 
for next year, it’s getting 
to a point where you have 
to book it early and since 
we like to book Portuguese 
bands, they have to do their 
flights, book the band mem-
bers, the visas, there’s a 
lot of planning. It’s a year-
round thing for the board, 
now for us as the head of 
stations, it’s becoming year 

round with all the little 
things that come up and the 
meetings.”

This January, Ganhao 
and Ribeiro will be working 
on the religious articles that 
come directly from Portu-
gal from their warehouse 
and start the process all over 
again for the next Labor 
Day weekend. Saying that 
she has a good feeling when 
it ends, Ganhao explained 
that every year they wel-
come new volunteers and 
the volunteers always want 
to come back the following 
year due to the experience 
they had with them. 

Ganhao continued, 
“Before I was a volunteer 
working with the food and 
I helped out with the lower 
shrine putting the candles on 
the cross, but when we are 
done, we’re tired but there’s 
this happy feeling inside. 
It’s hard to explain. Every 
year, my cousin sees me go 
to Our Lady of Fatima and 
ask for good weather since 
that’s our number one thing 
we cannot control. This was 
one of our best weekends 
we had in a long time. I ask 
for strength and health for 
all the volunteers too. 

Ganhao ended by shar-
ing a few words on why it’s 
important to continue to cel-
ebrate Our Lady of Fatima, 
“We are catholic and we are 
proud of it. Our Lady, Jesus’ 
mother, came to Portugal to 
four shepherd children. We 
have a lot of pride in that 
she chose Portuguese chil-
dren to tell us to pray, pray 
the rosary everyday.”

list, Brennan commented that 
Ludlow was always where he 
wanted to be. 

“Interstingly enough, 
when I was in college at 
Western New England, I actu-
ally did an internship with the 
LPD and the Springfield Po-
lice Department. What I real-
ized during my internship was 
that I knew the town, I was 
able to meet the officers and I 
knew that this was the depart-
ment I would want to work in, 
if I ever got the opportunity. 
I started working full-time in 
Ludlow in 2001, I just cele-
brated the 24 year mark this 
past August. I was 24 years 
old when I went to the acad-
emy, so it’s been the same 
period of time and it goes by 
so fast, it’s hard to believe it’s 
been that long.” Brennan said.

Before becoming the pro-
visional police chief, Bren-
nan was the administrative 
lieutenant that was the chief’s 
‘right hand man’ during the 
day shift, while also being 
an acting chief in 2020 for a 
brief period of time. Experi-
encing three chiefs during his 
time at the LPD, Chief James 

McGowan, Chief Pablo P. 
Madera, and Chief Valadas; 
Brennan explained his role as 
a provisional chief and what 
that means for the town.

“Provisonal chief is a title, 
it’s a promotion to an interim 
provisional role. The Select 
Board will have to determine 
a permanent chief, I plan on 
applying for it and hope to be 
considered. It’s a great depart-
ment, I like the people that I 
work with and the community 
I work in. I was always where 
I wanted to be and it was the 
best career choice coming 
here, really all I wanted to do 
was be a police officer and get 
promoted to sergeant, lieu-
tenant, now provisional chief; 
it’s just a bonus.”Brennan 
said.

When asked about future 
events for the LPD, Bren-
nan mentioned the autumn 
activities Celebrate Ludlow 
Committee hosts like ‘Fall 
into Fun’ and added that it’s 
important to have face-to-face 
communication and interac-
tions within the community. 

“It’s important to know 
who their officers are and 
who their chief is. When peo-
ple have to approach some-

body with a problem, they at 
least have an idea who that 
person is and what they’re 
like, and that they are going 
to take their problem seri-
ously, that they’re diligently 
working to help them. I look 
at it from a resident in the 
community. I want to make 
sure that the community I live 
in is being policed effectively 
and by people that care and 
have an investment in seeing 
a good product being put out 
there. We diligently patrol, we 
follow up on cases, and we do 
the best we can with what we 
have.” Brennan said.

The LPD comprises 40 
full-time supervisors and 
patrolmen, divided in three 
shifts working 24 hours a day. 
Brennan has lived in Ludlow 
since 1988 and went through 
middle and high school, play-
ing sports like football, base-
ball, and on the ski team, and 
most recently earning his 
graduate degree from South-
ern New Hampshire Universi-
ty. Brennan has been married 
to his wife Tonya since 2003, 
with son Reese who’s attend-
ing LHS and daughter Peyton 
who’s a freshman at Merri-
mack College.

Girls soccer grabs win over Northampton

LUDLOW—The Lud-
low girls’ varsity soccer 
team received a couple of 
key performances in their 
first match-up of the regular 
season against Northamp-
ton High School.

Senior Aneysha Donais 
scored a first half goal, and 
junior Madelyn Riley made 
eight saves to preserve the 
Lady Lions 1-0 shutout win 
over the Blue Devils in a 
Kurty/Fielding Division 
contest held at the Ludlow 
Sports Complex, last Friday 
night.

Lions fall in home opener to Longmeadow

LUDLOW—The last 
time that the Ludlow boys’ 
varsity soccer team lost 
their first two matches of the 
regular season was in 2020. 
The Lions lost to Smith Di-
vision rival Longmeadow in 
the second game of that sea-
son, which started a month 
late due to the COVID 19 
pandemic.

Two days after losing at 
Northampton High School 
in this year’s season open-
er, the Lions suffered a 1-0 
shutout loss to the Long-
meadow Lancers in the 
home opener, last Friday af-
ternoon.
